GRADE 4 WEEKLY WORD WORK ACTIVITIES
Synonyms and Antonyms

**In this activity you will come up with a synonym (a word that has a similar meaning) and an antonym (word that means the opposite) for each spelling word on your list.  Make sure you understand the meaning of your spelling word before trying to come up with a synonym and antonym for it.  A thesaurus is a helpful tool and on your computer the thesaurus is located under the “Tools” button.  Type your spelling word, highlight it, click “Tools” in your toolbar and scroll to “Thesaurus”.


SPELLING WORD:  excited


SYNONYM:  eager


ANTONYM:  bored

Word Webs

**Create a word web for at least 5 words from your list.  Write the word in the centre and write 4 descriptive words coming out of the spelling word.  Make sure they are all spelled correctly.  You may choose to do this activity by hand or use an online program to create one digitally.  A great site to try is http://mindmapfree.com  Please print your word webs and put them into your spelling book, or share them with me through Google drive and I can print them for you at school.

Little Words in BIG Words 
** In this activity you will identify little words found in the spelling word.  You must NOT re-arrange the letters; you just find the little words.  This will help you later when spelling other larger words & can do so easily because you are able to find the little words within it!

Word Pyramids 
** In this activity you will build up your specific list of words one letter at a time.  Thinking and silently speaking and writing the letters in order as the word develops.  Here is an example to help you:

Sentences with Words 
** When this activity is assigned, you are responsible for coming up with a creative sentence for EACH spelling word in the list.  It is very beneficial since it allows for a great deal of extension and enrichment.  For example, you can do simple sentences, compound sentences, and complex sentences.

Word Searches
**In this activity you will be creating a word search using all of your weekly words.  You can create one by hand using graph paper provided in class, or you may choose to create an online word search.  An easy and free program to use is http://www.discoveryeducation.com/free-puzzlemaker/
Click “word search” from the list of options and once it has been created, click “Print this page” so you can bring it to class and have a classmate solve your puzzle.   Have fun!

Alphabetical Order 
** You simply need to order all of your spelling words in alphabetical order.  With words that start with the same letter, be sure that you refer to the second or third letter in the word in order to alphabetize correctly. 

Dictionary Definitions 
** Find and record the dictionary definition for five of your spelling words. This activity will help you better understand those unfamiliar words, but make sure the definitions make sense to you.
Story Telling 
** Write a story about whatever you want, just be sure to use every spelling word in the list in your story. Please underline each spelling word as they appear in your story. 
Syllables 

** Take each word in your list and write them in their syllable form. After the word, write the total number of syllables in each word. 


Example:   Black Walnut            Black Wal-nut     3

Acrostic Poem

In this activity you will write an acrostic poem for 5 of your spelling words and use each letter of the word as the start of a synonym or idea that relates to the word.

SPELLING WORD:  Nice

Example of acrostic poem:  

N – no put downs

I – include everyone

C – caring

E – excellent friend

Fractions
**Using your spelling list words, write each word as a fraction with the numerator (number on top) representing the number of vowels in the word and the denominator (number on bottom) represents the number of consonants in the word.

Rhyme Time

**Using your spelling list words, write as many rhyming words as you can think of for each word.  Make sure they are actual words and are not made up!


SPELLING WORD:  LIGHT – bright, sight, fight, tight, night, right, bite, kite, might

Rap it up!

**Using at least 5 of your spelling words, create a poem or rap that will help you remember your words and what they mean.  Good luck rappers!

Comic Creator

**Create a comic strip that will include AT LEAST five of your spelling words.  Remember, a comic strip does not have a lot of words, rather uses illustrations and key words and phrases to explain what is happening.  Use your words wisely!  You can use https://www.canva.com (log in with your Google account) to create a free online comic as well!

Where are the Words?
**In this activity you will be creating a picture that incorporates at least 8 of your weekly words.  You will be creating a mystery picture that will require a friend to search for the weekly words you have used.  Remember, this is like a search and find picture, so don’t label anything, just show your ideas (words) in pictures!  Maybe choosing a theme that the words relate to, will help.
